Practice Test 1 Answers and Explanations

Choice B is correct. (6.RP.A.3) Area = 712 ~ 2—72 x 122 = % X 144 = @ ~ 452.3 &~ 452 cm?2.

Choice C is correct. (6.G.A.4) One year has 12 months: $50 x 12 = $600.

Choice D is correct. (6.EE.B.8) If 5 lap takes s minute, one lap takes 3 = z = 3 X 5= A minute.
Choice B is correct. (6.SP.A.2) The ratio is 6 balls:2 rackets, which simplifies to 3:1. So for every 3 tennis balls (x),
1

there is 1 tennis racket (y). The constant of proportionality is k = % = 3. Therefore, y = %x

Choice B is correct. The ratio is water:rice = 3 : 1. For 3 cups of rice, water = 3 x 3 = 9 cups. The ratio
is constant (3:1 throughout), so the relationship is proportional.

Choice D is correct. Multiply: 5 inches x 25 miles/inch = 125 miles.

Choice B is correct. The median (middle value when ordered) is 2.5, largely unaffected by the outlier 5.
The mean becomes 2.3 (affected), mode is 2, and range is 5 (which reflects the outlier).

The correct answer is 26. Length = 10 — 1 = 9 units; width =4 — 1 = 3 units. Perimeter = 2(9 + 3) =
2(12) = 26 units.

The correct answer is 12. The absolute deviations are 23,8,2,12,17. Their sum is 60, and 60 = 5 = 12.
Choice D is correct. Both 25 and 35 are divisible by 5. Dividing both parts by 5 gives 2—55 : % =5:17.

Choice D is correct. The ratio 8 : 2 means the first quantity, points, is matched with the second quantity,
power-ups. So the correct phrase is “for every 8 points there are 2 power-ups.”

Choice D is correct. Multiply the monthly rate by 12 months: 35 x 12 = 420 dollars per year.

Choice B is correct. Divide total gallons by time: 10 —- 2 = 5 gallons per minute.

Choice D is correct. The ratio is 7 : 5. When chips are 35 (multiply by 5), pretzels are 5 x 5 = 25 bags.

Choice C is correct. 1% = % = 90%.

Choice C is correct. (6.NS.B.3) Total allocated: 35% + 15% + 10% = 60%. Remaining: 100% — 60% = 40% of
$3600 = 0.40 x 3600 = $1440.

Choice A is correct. 6,292 =+ 34 = 185 remainder 2. Since the remainder is small, it rounds down to 185.
Choice B is correct. (6.G.A.1) 56 =8 x 7= (2 x 2 x 2) x 7= 23 x 7. Options A, C, and D contain composite factors.
Choice B is correct. (6.G.A.2) GCF of 15 and 10 is 5. Thus 15 + 10 = 5(3 + 2). Choice A uses factor 3 (not the
greatest); Choice C uses 2 (not a common factor of both); Choice D uses 10 but yields 30, not 25.
