Practice Test 1 Answers and Explanations
1) Choice A is correct. MA.6.NSO.2.1 Sharing 18.4 across four equal groups yields 4.6. Multiply back cheerfully:

4 × 4.6 = 18.4 feels just right.

2) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.2.2 If 1 can covers

3) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.3.2 Store A: 2 ÷ 8 = 0.25 per orange. Store B: 3 ÷ 12 = 0.25 per orange. Same unit
rate.

4) Choice A is correct. MA.6.GR.1.2 Correct: |3 − 7| = | − 4| = 4 units. Distance is always positive; must use absolute
value.

5) Choice A is correct. MA.6.AR.2.2 Integers increase from left to right on a number line. −8 < −3 < 0 < 5 < 12.

6) The correct answer is 0.25. MA.6.NSO.3.5 One correct choice out of 4 possible choices. Probability =
1
4

= 0.25.

7) Choice D is correct. MA.6.AR.3.4 The 1 loss part stands for 4 losses, so each ratio part is worth 4. Wins are 4
parts, and 4 × 4 = 16 wins.

8) Choice A is correct. MA.6.AR.1.1 Milk is the 3-part amount. Since 45 ÷ 3 = 15, each part is 15 fl oz, and chocolate
syrup is 2 parts: 2 × 15 = 30 fl oz.

9) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.3.2 Divide total cost by number of notebooks: 6.40 ÷ 8 = 0.80 dollars per notebook.
10) Choice A is correct. MA.6.AR.3.5 6 ÷ 24 = 0.25 cups per serving.
11) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.4.2 The ratio is 11 : 6. When offensive is 22 (multiply by 2), defensive is 6 × 2 = 12.
12) Choice D is correct. MA.6.GR.1.1 The slope (unit rate) is 2.50

5 = 0.5. Since the line passes through the origin, the
equation is y = 0.5x.

13) The correct answer is 71.5. MA.6.DP.1.6 In order: 67, 68, 71, 72, 74, 75. With 6 values, the median is the average of
the 3rd and 4th values: (71 + 72)/2 = 71.5.

14) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.3.3 9

15) Choice D is correct. MA.6.AR.3.3 Increase is 84 − 70 = 14. Percent increase is 14
70 = 0.20 = 20%.

16) Choice D is correct. MA.6.AR.2.3 Multiply: 120 × 3 = 360 feet.
17) Choice D is correct. MA.6.NSO.4.2 To find a percentage discount, multiply the original price by the decimal form

of the percentage: $120 × 0.30 = $36 discount.
18) Choice B is correct. MA.6.AR.3.4 For a proportional relationship, the ratio cost/people must be constant:

5/1 = 10/2 = 5. There is no one-time starting fee; each person simply adds another $5 to the total.
19) The correct answer is IQR and middle 50%.. MA.6.DP.1.5 (A) IQR = Q3 − Q1 = 45 − 20 = 25. (D) By

definition, the middle 50% of data falls between Q1 and Q3. (B) is false because the box plot is not definitely symmetric.
(C) is false because the range is 80 − 10 = 70, not 75. (E) is false because 30 − 20 = 10 while 45 − 30 = 15, showing
asymmetry.

20) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.3.2 One year has 12 months: $50 × 12 = $600.
21) Choice D is correct. MA.6.AR.3.5 Actual side: 2.5 × 8 = 20 feet. Area: 20 × 20 = 400 sq ft.
22) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.3.1 56 = 8 × 7 = (2 × 2 × 2) × 7 = 23 × 7. Options A, C, and D contain composite

factors.
23) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.3.2 A adds to 47 vs 48 on the expanded side—close call but not equal. B matches

term by term (18 + 42). C wrongly lists 27 + 10 instead of 27 + 15, and D shortchanges 2 × 6.
24) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.1.2 Below sea level is represented by a negative integer. A depth of 25 meters

below sea level is −25 meters.
25) Choice A is correct. MA.6.NSO.1.3 Zero is its own opposite. 0 = −0.
26) Choice C is correct. MA.6.NSO.1.2 Distance = 3

4 − (− 1
4 ) = 3

4 + 1
4 = 4

4 = 1.
