Florida Practice Test Answers and Explanations
Review the six printed FAST tests with alert, steady, and ready to keep moving habits.

Practice Test 1 Answers and Explanations
1) Choice A is correct. MA.6.GR.1.1 For the equation y = 6x: when x = 1, y = 6(1) = 6, so (1, 6) is on the line.

Check other options: (2, 8) gives 8 ̸= 12; (3, 12) gives 12 ̸= 18; (4, 18) gives 18 ̸= 24. Only A satisfies the equation.
2) Choice B is correct. MA.6.AR.3.5 To find the diagram length, divide the actual length by the scale factor: 18÷2 = 9

inches.
3) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.3.1 Factors of 15: 1, 3, 5, 15. Factors of 35: 1, 5, 7, 35. Common factors: 1, 5. GCF

is 5. Distractors: 3 divides 15 only; 7 divides 35 only; 15 is the largest number but not the GCF.
4) Choice A is correct. MA.6.NSO.3.2 Distributive property: 6(2 + 9) = 6 · 2 + 6 · 9 = 12 + 54 = 66. Choice A shows

the expanded form before simplifying.
5) Choice A is correct. MA.6.NSO.1.3 The opposite of a negative number is its positive version. The opposite of −15

is 15.
6) Choice D is correct. MA.6.NSO.1.2 The decimal −0.5 equals one-half of −1, which is − 1

2 .
7) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.1.3 In exponential form, 23 means 2 is multiplied by itself 3 times, so the expanded

form is 2 × 2 × 2.
8) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.1.1 “The quotient of y and 4” is

y

4
. “5 more than” that quotient means add 5:

y

4
+ 5.

9) Choice A is correct. MA.6.AR.1.3 Substitute x = 2
3 : 3( 2

3 − 2) + 4 = 3(− 4
3 ) + 4 = −4 + 4 = 0.

10) The correct answer is 30. MA.6.AR.1.4 5(x + 6) = 5x + 30, so the constant term is 30.
11) Choice D is correct. MA.6.AR.2.2 First subtract 12 from n to get n − 12. Then double: 2(n − 12). Note: 2n − 12

only doubles the number n, not the result of the subtraction.
12) Choice B is correct. MA.6.AR.2.2 Check each: A gives x = 9; B gives x = 10 ✓; C gives x = 9; D gives x = 9. B is

correct.
13) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.2.3 “No more than” means the weight limit is at most 5,000 pounds: w ≤ 5,000.
14) Choice C is correct. MA.6.NSO.1.3 “At least” means “greater than or equal to,” so we use f ≥ 2.
15) Choice D is correct. MA.6.GR.2.3 V = 10 × 7 × 2 = 70 × 2 = 140 in3.
16) Choice A is correct. MA.6.GR.1.3 Area = 1

2 × base × height = 1
2 × 6 × 5 = 15 square units.

17) Choice D is correct. MA.6.GR.1.3 Base: 9 − 1 = 8 units. Height: 7 − 1 = 6 units. Area = 1
2 × 8 × 6 = 24 square

units.
18) Choice A is correct. MA.6.GR.2.4 A valid net for a cube has exactly 6 square faces arranged so that when folded,

they form a cube without overlap. A cross pattern and other valid arrangements work; a line of only 4 squares cannot
fold into a cube.

19) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.3.2 Area = πr2 ≈ 3.14 × 92 = 3.14 × 81 = 254.34 ft2.
20) Choice B is correct. MA.6.DP.1.4 IQR = Q3 − Q1, representing the spread of the middle 50% of the data. Range

is max − min; mean is the average; mode is the most frequent.
21) Choice D is correct. MA.6.DP.1.2 In a box plot, the vertical line inside the box represents the median of the data.
22) The correct answer is Food and Transportation are correctly calculated.. MA.6.AR.3.2 A: Housing is

35% × 2000 = $700, not $800. Incorrect. B: Food is 25% × 2000 = $500. Correct. C: Utilities is 12% × 2000 = $240, not
$260. Incorrect. D: Transportation is 10% × 2000 = $200. Correct. E: Other is 18% × 2000 = $360, not $450. Incorrect.

23) Choice D is correct. MA.6.DP.1.5 Mode: 64 in (5 dots) is correct. Total: 1 + 3 + 5 + 4 + 2 = 15 correct. Median: 8th
value of 15 is 64 in, correct. False statement: students ≥ 66 in are 4 + 2 = 6 out of 15, which is 40%, not more than half.

24) Choice C is correct. MA.6.AR.3.4 Q1, Q2 (median), and Q3 are the three quartiles shown in a box plot. They
divide the dataset into four equal parts of 25% each.

25) Choice D is correct. MA.6.DP.1.5 Mean = (30 + 35 + 40 + 42 + 45 + 90)/6 = 47.0; median of 6 values is average of
3rd and 4th: (40 + 42)/2 = 41. The outlier 90 pulls the mean up significantly but has minimal impact on the median.

26) Choice B is correct. MA.6.NSO.3.5 Multiples of 10 from 1 to 100: 10, 20, 30, . . . , 100 (10 numbers). Probability
